Dear Parents of Miller Middle School and Central High School Students:


It has become imperative that we work together to resolve an issue to address student safety and appropriate behavior.  As we assist our students in becoming productive citizens, we must take responsibility for our own actions as adults and provide them with the guidance and nurturing, they so desperately need in their formative years, to be successful.  With this in mind, I am encouraging you to assist us by following simple rules that will not only benefit our students, but the community as a whole.  


The first issue I would like to address is the pick-up area for students at Miller Middle School and Central High School.  The areas of Hendley Street, Lasseter Street and Birch Street are not pick-up areas for our students.  Pick up for Miller Middle students is located on Essex Drive which will lead you to the back of Miller by the gym.  All car riders are expected to adhere to this rule for student safety.  This area is monitored by school staff and ensures that all students are being picked up by parents or guardians who have been approved and listed on the student’s emergency card.  The Central High School student pick-up area is located on Holt Avenue.  Both of these areas have been designated and purposely separated to alleviate traffic concerns with buses and again, to ensure student safety, not to inconvenience parents.  

       Our Campus Police department has already re-instituted traffic direction which has been supported by state law and board policy for us to perform this important function just as any certified law enforcement officer in the State of Georgia maintains this authority.  For the next few days and thereafter, our officers will be utilizing our authority to cite individuals who are not in compliance in an effort to maintain and encourage a safe environment for our students.  Anyone, including students, who are congregating on or near the property of the Mid-South Credit Union will be issued a citation for loitering and/or not following the direction of a police officer in the performance of their duties for an appearance in court or to pay a fine.  Parents, we need your cooperation and your assistance in this matter to set a proper example and to be role models for our most precious resource, our students.  Thank you in advance for your attention to this matter of concern.
