School Improvement Grant
· Academic coaches in the areas of science, social studies, and English will work with teachers on improving their pedagogical skills in standards-based instruction.

· A parent coordinator will work with parents and community to improve communication and increase parental involvement. 

· Smartboards will be placed in all academic classrooms to increase student engagement.

· Classroom sets of I-pads with wireless Internet access will be available for students and teachers.

· Central will offer additional academic support to targeted ninth-graders through the ninth grade academy.

· Teachers will have common planning time to work together to create engaging lessons.

· Professional learning will be provided for teachers to improve their skills in standards-based instruction, differentiation, increasing rigor, assessment techniques, building vocabulary, and the analysis and use of data.

· After school Extended Learning Time (ELT) will offer remediation and enrichment opportunities for all students.

Race to the Top

· An academic coach in mathematics will work with math teachers on improving their pedagogical skills in standards-based instruction.

· A graduation coach will work with students and their parents to make sure they stay on track for graduation.

· Science simulation software will be purchased to provide support in the science classrooms.

· Targeted ninth-graders will have opportunities to improve their reading skills through the READ 180 program.

· Teachers will observe other teachers who are models of exemplary instruction.

· Additional resources such as software and workbooks will be purchased for mathematics and for writing.

· Professional learning will be provided to help teachers improve students’ critical thinking skills.
