L. H. Williams – TITLE I
L. H. Williams is a Title I school. Title I is the largest federal assistance program for our nation’s schools. The goal of Title I is to provide high quality education for every child. Being a Title I school requires that we have a school wide Title I plan. This plan is housed in the front office and can also be assessed on our school’s website. We spend funds yearly on resources for classroom instruction, professional learning for teachers, instructional coaches, and any other resources that improve student achievement. L. H. Williams did not meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) during the 2010 – 2011 school year in the area of math, but there is a great chance that our status will change in September 2011. Additionally, because we have not met AYP for two consecutive years our school will receive Supplemental Educational Services (SES). Supplemental Education Services are free research based tutorial programs that provided services to students that are currently attending a school that has not made AYP for two consecutive years. A list of the current providers will be sent home with your child by the end of the month. If you should have any questions, please feel free to contact Dr. Griffin-Stewart. 

EMERGENCY CARDS  
Today, your child(ren) received  an emergency card that will remain on file in the front office. This card needs to be filled out completely and returned to the school on tomorrow. Please make sure that you have listed every person that has your permission to pick up your child(ren). 

CARPOOL DISMISSAL
In an effort to ensure the safety and accountability of our students we have implemented a new carpool procedure. If your child is a car rider please be sure that you have been assigned a carpool number and it can be easily seen from the front right corner of the dashboard in your car. We will start dismissal at 3:15 and ask that you remain patient as this is a new system for everyone. If you haven’t received a number, you can come in and see Ms. Turner and she will gladly assist you. Additionally, if you should need to see a teacher, please feel free to park your car and report to the front office. You will be able to see the teacher at 3:35.    
OUTSIDE BREAKFAST AND LUNCH

Students do have the option of bringing their own breakfast or lunch. However, if they chose to do so, their food must be a healthy meal that is packed in either a lunch bag or lunchbox. They will be allowed to enjoy their lunch with their class. If a parent desires for their child to have a meal from a restaurant (McDonald’s, Applebee’s, or the Bear’s Den) they will be asked to enjoy their lunch at a table set up in the multipurpose room. 

Please keep in mind that a healthy lunch will consist of items from each of the basic food groups. If students should bring a bag of chips and a soda for lunch, they will be asked to take it back home and eat what is being offered in the cafeteria. Also, the drinks that students bring into the cafeteria should be in a container that doesn’t advertise the specific name brand with the exception of juices that are included in a Lunchable, for example.
